Minutes of the previous AGM & Matters arising

Gina Gilliland queried the naming of the Qld Youth Teams competing at Nationals. It was agreed that the existing Invitational Team should retain that status and the existing State Team do likewise.  This would allow the relevant Team to defend its status the following year rather than have the title transferred due to a name change.
Following discussion this matter was transferred to General Business. There being no further matters arising the minutes were accepted – Moved Andrew Shinnie,  Seconded Gina Gilliland. 

Correspondence

Email from TBAQ Secretary to NQ Centres and Associations requesting the transfer of the date of the NQ Adult Committee AGM from February to the  June NQ Intercity event. This would allow for better attendance as all delegates of all NQ Associations would be present at that time.  The email also suggested that the State Champs which are due to be held in NQ in 2011 be held in conjunction with the Intercity Event.
After discussion it was agreed that holding the State Champs in conjunction with the Intercity would not be a good idea as this would clash with a major SQ event.

It was decided to retain the existing date for the State Champs regardless of location or venue.

Reports 

Gina delivered the Presidential Report; the Secretary asked that his report be taken as read. Other Reports, Disabilities, Youth etc were read by their presenters. 
At this point the meeting was suspended for a few minutes to allow for refreshments
Financial  Reports
John read the Income & Expenditure Reporting from the Auditor. The reports recorded a loss of $69,400  however there were extenuating circumstances which  explained this. 
Certain incomes for instance were received in 2008 but not expended until 2009 which adversely affected the book entry.  Some of the loss can also be attributed directly to TBA who were unable to accredit any courses for the majority of the year, thus denying us the opportunity to run them and therefore create income. 

We also have nearly $10,000 worth of Roll & Strike Equipment which considerably depleted the cash income column.

Additional consultancy fees amounted to nearly $6000 for the year and there were considerable increases in the communications costs.

John was of the opinion that the lack of courses was a large factor in the reduction of income. 

We have applied to the government to enter an increased funding band and this could largely help matters for the following year 2011, however this is yet to be determined.

John moved that the Report be accepted, seconded by Pat. Accepted unanimously.
John also moved that we appoint the same auditor and this was seconded by Gina and agreed by all.

A full transcript of all reports was provided in the booklet documentation given to the delegates prior to the meeting. This booklet will also be made available on the TBAQ web site.
Budget

John presented a budget which was accepted by the meeting and will now go directly to the Board for ratification and scrutiny.

       a) TBA Members who shall be financial with Tenpin Bowling Australia Ltd in either accredited League or Tournament, and who have access to TBAQ Sports Services.

       b) Associate Members shall be persons who bowl in a League structure for 5 weeks or more or who complete a bridging school to Bowling Centre program and have access to TBAQ Sports Services.
