         About the TBAQ State Training Squad
The Qld State Training Squad is TBAQ’s premier network of talent ID bowlers nominated by TBAQ Committees, Coaches, Associations and self nominated by eligibility of average and tournament successes.  You can be talent Identified through your average in a TBA registered league in Qld. The Training Squad is open to bowlers of all categories, Junior, Adult, Senior and Bowlers with a Disability who meet the average criteria and who wish to add to their knowledge through exposure to sport science, high performance coaches and Qld’s own tournament bowler networks as mentors.  

TBAQ have established a unique system to boost Qld bowlers performances on the National Stage inviting many lead speakers from other sports, and using the best educators and bowlers from ours to provide accelerated learning opportunities which have proven to be extremely successful to bowlers and coaches involved.

TBA’s National Coach is also involved in the Qld STS to ID and encourage those persons who have the potential to enter into National Teams competing overseas.  Tenpin Bowling Australia have made involvement into the QSTS a requirement for ranked players to enter into the State Training Squads should they wish to be considered for Australian teams.    It is also a requirement to be a Silver member of TBA to be part of this system. Those interested in national teams will also be advised to register for ranking status with Tenpin Bowling Australia also.

TBAQ budget for up to 60 persons to attend each scheduled Training Squad and three are advertised each year on the Bowler and Coach education calendar on this website.  Squads are cancelled if they do not meet this minimum attendance number of 20 – so always register to be included as early as possible. You may obtain further information from gail@tbaq.org.au.  We boast 88 members in 2011 who recognise the many benefits of joining with us.

You need to be available for the two days and the cost is estimated to be $180 per person for the entire two days including lane fees, be part of a sponsored ball review where you are able to try the newest equipment, obtain a Columbia shirt, video tracking, talent ID opportunity and bowl on three different tournament patterns plus the many extras on offer at each of the 3 session scheduled.. You will receive more information as you nominate.

Those bowlers who would like to have some coaching prior to attending the STS to pick up some technique advice are invited to contact Gail Torrens and enter into a 12 frame program that will have you feeling confident to enter the STS.
