NOMINATION FEE: $150 must accompany this form. (Non refundable )
(All registrations cards will need to be produced on the first day of the roll-offs)

BOWLING FEES: $100 which can be paid with nomination or the first day of roll-
offs.

FORMAT:

Nominees will bowl in a 20 game roll-off which will be conducted over 2 days in 1
centres (10 games per day). Junior Boys and Girls participating in the roll-offs will
compete in a five (5) person team format where possible.

At the conclusion of the 20 games the teams will be based on the first seven (7) Boys
and seven (7) Girls with the highest pinfall.

ELIGIBILITY RULES:

1. Must be a financial member of a TBA licensed Association or Registered
Bowling Centre - in good standing and must not have reached eighteen (18)
years of age on the first day of January 2008.

2. Must have completed in at least eight weeks of league competition and bowled
a minimum of 24 games in a TBA Accredited League in the State/Territory/
Zone they wish to represent during the 12 months prior to the tournament.
League games completed as pre or post bowling do not count towards the
number of games bowled.

3. Nominees must comply with TBA rule 6 of the President’s Junior
Interstate Shield rules regarding residency. Copy on request or found on
the TBA website www.tenpin.org.au

4, Nominees must have competed in the 2007 All Events in any Area or South
Queensland Zone Championships.

5. Must be capable of conducting themselves in such a manner so as not to re-
flect discredit on TBA, the State/Territory/Zone they are representing or Tenpin
Bowling.

6. All nominees agree to participate in all Fundraising activities. If the full amount

cannot be met the balance must be made up by the nominee immediately .
