Rules and Regulations

1. Sport Membership

1.1 It is a compulsory prerequisite that all participants are TBA Sport Members. Discounted membership is available only through TBAQ.
2. Eligibility

2.1 This competition is open to all Primary School students participating in a mixed gender (male and female) Tenpin Bowling competition.  The competition is open to all students of all age groups currently attending Queensland or Northern NSW Primary Schools. All bowlers must be full-time Primary students of the school they currently attend.

2.2 School teams must have the intention to attend the State Finals if qualification is achieved.

2.3 All bowlers must wear the correct school sport uniform or sponsored uniform as designated by the school team coordinator and approved by your school Principal.

2.4 All school teams are to nominate a School Team Coordinator who is the liaison to the organising committee of TBAQ. Teams may nominate a School Teacher or a Parent. Teams are encouraged to use qualified coaches to assist with their success.
2.5 A structured 5-7 week training program is available from TBAQ on request.
3. Team Make Up
3.1 Teams may have a maximum roster of 7 players per team, which is made up of 5 players and 2 reserve players. A team must have 3 players minimum to compete; otherwise it will be difficult to be competitive.
3.2  All players must be registered with TBAQ and be TBA Sport Members prior to commencement of the Qualifying.
3.3 There are no gender divisions in this competition. Teams may consist of one gender or be mixed.  

3.4 Schools may nominate a maximum of THREE (3) teams according to the following conditions. 
· If schools are entering more than one team, TBAQ recommend the best available players are placed in the same team. This team should be named number one (1) team. Other teams from the same school should be numbered accordingly. 

· All Team Participants Forms, Medical forms and Student Permission slips must be at TBAQ by the advertised due date for qualifying; these can be sent via email: ian@tbaq.org.au or fax: 07 3369 1118.

· All Team State Final Verification forms and Tenpin Bowling Australia Ltd. (TBA) Sport Member verification must be at TBAQ by the advertised due date.

4. Structure of the Competition

4.1 Qualifying

· Qualifying will be a one day event involving 3 games per bowler. Pre-bowling will not be allowed in this year’s event, unless approved by the Organising Committee. All games must be completed and registered with TBAQ no later than the advertised date of the qualifying round.

· Qualifying is based on total scratch pin-fall for each team based over the 3 team games, with the Top eight (8) teams progressing to each of the Regional Finals.

· There will be NO BUMPER LANES used in this competition 

4.2 Finals

· Finalists will be notified by TBAQ, only players who are registered with TBAQ for the qualifying and are TBA Sport Members will be eligible to take part in the finals. A replacement for an injured player must be previously registered in the qualifying and hold TBA Sport Membership to be eligible to compete in the finals.

· In the event of one or more teams from the same school being eliminated from the competition, and another team from that school has progressed to the finals, players from the eliminated teams will be eligible to participate in the final to replace an injured or unavailable player provided they hold TBA Sport Membership.

· TBAQ will organise the lane draw for the final. Player Order: TBAQ will seed all players for the finals, this ranking will be from averages established in the Qualifying round. This seeding also includes reserves/substitutes. Players are to stay in their advised ranking order for all 5 matches for the finals.
· The Regional Finals will be broken down into the following Zones. 1) North Queensland, 2) Central Queensland, 3) South East Queensland. *Depending on participation numbers, some Zones may be merged or even added.

· A final will be held in each of these Zones with 1st, 2nd and 3rd places decided and an overall State Winner being declared on highest overall points of all zones. 
5. Cost
5.1 Sport Membership

· $15.00 per Sport Membership available only through TBAQ. (If not previously registered with TBA for the current year). TBA Sport Membership is separate and is not included in qualifying or finals costs. 

5.2 Qualifying

· $90.00 per team (includes 3 games each for 5 team members = 15 games)

· Qualifying fee is to be paid to TBAQ before the competition, therefore it is critical to have a convener (teacher or parent) looking after the team to ensure all finances are accounted for and paid prior to competition. 
· Once the school entry form has been received, TBAQ will issue an invoice to the school for payment. All fees are to be paid in advance to TBAQ. Non-payment of fees by start of competition may result in a forfeit being declared.
5.3 Finals

· $170.00 per team (included is 5 games each for 5 team members = 25 games) *cost for finals are subject to change (decrease) depending on sponsorship for the competition.
· An invoice will be sent to the sports coordinator when your team qualifies for the final. Payment must be made by the advertised due date. This payment must be paid to TBAQ by the due date to avoid a possible forfeit being declared.
· Teams from Regional areas may apply to be billeted to assist with costs.

6. Match Venue and Times

6.1 All details are contained in your School Information pack, TBAQ will send out information prior to the qualifying scheduled dates to the coordinator.

6.2 School Team Coordinators must register (check in) their team at least 30 minutes prior to the commencement of either stage of competition.

6.3 One match will take place on a pair of lanes (2 lanes) with players alternating lanes after each frame. Tournament officials will assist schools who are first time participants. (Bumper lanes will not be permitted).
7. Trophies and Prizes
7.1 The State Overall Winner will receive a Perpetual Shield to showcase in the schools trophy cabinet for the 12 months prior to the next competition and a winner’s trophy for the school to keep. We encourage media attention.
7.2 All bowlers in all participating teams will be presented with a participation certificate from TBAQ.

7.3 All bowlers who participate in the finals will receive finals pennants from TBAQ.

7.4 Team members of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed teams in each of the State Zone Regions will receive medallions.
7.5 Free All Events entry into the 2013 State Championships for the leading All Star player.
8. General Competition Rules

8.1 The competition will be played under the current Tenpin Bowling Australia Ltd (TBA) Rules and Interpretations, unless otherwise stated below. A copy is available from the TBA website – www.tenpin.org.au
8.2 All decisions made by TBAQ are final. The official score sheet, as supplied by the organising committee, must be used for all matches.

8.3 All games will be undertaken on a pair of lanes (2 adjoining lanes).  The duration of 1 game of a 5 person team is approx. 1 hour.

8.4 If a team does not arrive at a school match the organising committee will investigate the reasoning behind the non arrival. If a forfeit is declared:

· The forfeiting team will receive no points.

· The team not forfeiting will receive 5 points and must bowl the game as scheduled to record their Total Pin-fall. Every bowler in the team must bowl over 100, to receive the 2 extra bonus points.

8.5 A game will consist of five players (1 team) competing against another five players (another team) according to a specific lane draw. A match will be the result of the total of the five (5) scores vs the other teams scores.
8.6 Substitutes will be allowed during qualifying and the finals, teams may use their substitute bowler in each round to avoid injury and tiredness. The team must stay in their ranked order and subs cannot take place during a game.

8.7 In the event of a player not being able to finish a game, the score will be totaled at that point (the rest of the game will have misses scored for the remainder of frames). The substitution will be allowed from the start of the next game.

***  Pin-fall does not carry over from qualifying to the finals. Hence all teams will start from zero points in the finals.

A Points only system in a team vs team format will be used in the finals over 4 games. In the last games (game 5) a “points loading system” will be used where each bowler will compete against every other similar numbered bowler.

In the first 4 games the number 1 bowler will compete against the number 1 bowler from the opposing team. Number 2 vs number 2 etc. Therefore, 5 games will be bowled in one match in which points will be decided in the following manner for each game:
· 1 point for the win: ½ point for a draw: 0 points for a loss.

· If a team wins all points in a game they will be awarded an extra 2 bonus points.

· Maximum possible points per game = 7 points.
· If there is a tie on points among the schools at the end of the competition, the highest Total pin-fall will be used as the tie breaker
In game 5, (the last game of the finals), a “points loading system” will be used where each school will play all the other schools at once. This works in the following way:
AN EXAMPLE BASED ON 6 TEAMS IN A ZONE FINAL (EG. Nth Queensland)

· All the number 1 bowlers will compete against each other, still bowling in their school teams. All the number 2 bowlers will compete against each other and so on.

· Highest bowled score out of all the number 1’s will receive 6 points.

· The second highest score will receive 5 points and continued down to 1 point for lowest score.

· The same system will be used for the rest of the bowlers in their team.

· If there is a tie of scores during this round, points allocation will be based on the number of points available divided by the number of tied players. 
Example:  3 bowlers tie with a score of 140 which was the second highest score among the 6 bowlers in that group. The tie covers positions 2, 3 and 4 which converts to 5 points, 4 points and 3 points. 5+4+3=12, divided by three tied players = 4 points each. The next position gets 2 points etc.
· Maximum points available for game 5 in this example is 30 points. 
9. Results

9.1 Schools will be notified within 10 working days on results and possible progression to the Finals.  Venues and times for the Finals will be confirmed upon receiving the notification.

· Official Scorecards will be provided for each match prior to the commencement of the match. The Scorecard must be signed by representatives on both teams and an Inter-School Challenge Official.  The scorecards will then be collected by Inter-School Challenge Officials and relayed to TBAQ.

· There will be no carry over points from Qualifying to the Finals.  Hence all teams will start from 0 in the Finals.
10. All Stars eligibility 
To qualify for All Stars, a bowler must complete 60 % of games (3 Games minimum) to be eligible.
11. Media

11.1 The event for 2012 is known as “Qld Tenpin Bowling Inter-School Challenge 2012” 

11.2 TBAQ will forward media releases to local papers for both the Qualifying and Finals Stages. If your school obtains any media coverage during the event please forward a copy to TBAQ.
11.3 If you are aware of any possible sponsorship, please access this or contact TBAQ who can follow up. Any sponsorship gained will be directed at reducing player expenses. TBAQ actively encourage schools to obtain sponsorship for their team/s to cover qualifying and finals costs.
12. Code of Conduct

12.1 TBAQ promotes and supports the values of “True Sport Lives Here” by promoting fun, safe and fair environment to ensure players, parents, coaches, officials and administrators enjoy sport and stay involved. 
13.  Funding
Athlete assistance funding is available to students travelling more than 200 klm one way to our events, to the maximum of $200.00 through the Queensland Government Athlete Assistance Funding. Form available from:
