Secondary School Competition Information

ISC 2010 Competition is organised by Tenpin Bowling Association of QLD (TBAQ) and is
opened to all schools in Queensland and Northern NSW.

About the Competition

The QLD Tenpin Bowling Interschool
Challenge 2010 is a school sporting
competition organised by Tenpin Bowling
Association of Queensland (TBAQ) and is
open to all government and non government
schools in Queensland and Northern NSW.

The Interschool Challenge is a School vs
School competition based on 5 person teams
(one gender or mixed). The format of the
competition is head to head with a unique
points scoring system. The Interschool
Challenge is run in 2 parts, first schools
participate in a qualifying round held in May then the top 6 schools in each region will
participate in the Finals held in August 2010.

The Tenpin Bowling Interschool Challenge has been operating for 11 years and is a great
opportunity for students from your school to participate in a new sporting event whether
they are a current bowler or would like to try tenpin bowling as their new sporting
interest

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Format for Interschool Challenge 2010

Qualifying

3 games per team (5 person per team) based on total pinfall for 3 games.
This will be bowled at a nominated center in your local region as per
Queensland Education Sport Regions as follows: Capricornia, Darling
Downs, Metro East, Metro North, Metro West, North Western, Northern,
Peninsula, South Coast, South Western, Sunshine Coast and Wide Bay.

The top school from each region will qualify for the State Finals to be held
in Brisbane, QLD in August 2010. There will also be 2 wildcard positions
available, which will be decided on the next highest pinfall across the
State.

Cost will be $75.00 per team, which includes 3 games of tenpin bowling
for 5 team members. Payment needs to be made to TBAQ prior to
competition. An invoice will be sent out once the entry form has been
received.

Finals

10 games per team (5 persons per team) bowled over 2 days. Points scoring system will
be used scoring in school vs school format. Round 5 and 10 will include a points loading
system.

Cost for finals will be $250.00 per team, which includes 10 games of tenpin bowling for 5
team members. *final’s costing is subject to change (decrease) depending on
sponsorship for the competition.
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Rules and Regulations

1. Eligibility

1.1 This competition is open to Secondary School students participating in a mixed
gender (male and female) tenpin bowling competition. The competition is open
to all children of all age groups currently attending Queensland or Northern NSW
Secondary School. All bowlers must be fulltime secondary students of the school
they currently attend.

1.2 School teams must be able to participate in the regional qualifying state; all
teams must have the intention to attend the State Finals if qualification is
achieved.

1.3 All bowlers must wear the correct school sport uniform or sponsored uniform as
designated by the school team coordinator and approved by your school Principal.

1.4 All school teams are to nominate a School Team Coordinator who is the
communication channel with the organising committee of TBAQ. Teams may
nominate a School Teacher or a Parent. Teams are encouraged to use qualified
coaches to assist with their success.

2. Team Competition

2.1 Teams may have a roster of 6 players per team, which is made up of 5 players
and 1 reserve player. A team cannot participate with 3 players.

2.2 All players must be registered with TBAQ prior to commencement of the
Qualifying.

2.3 Teams may consist of one gender or be mixed. There are no gender divisions in
this competition

2.4 Schools may nominate a maximum of THREE (3) teams according to the following
conditions.

2.5 All Team Participants Forms, Medical forms and Student Permission slips must be
at TBAQ by Friday, 7 May 2010; these can be sent via email, post or fax.

2.6 All Team State Final Clarification forms must be at TBAQ by Friday, 16 July 2010.

3. Structure of the Competition
3.1 Qualifying

* Qualifying will be a one day event involving 3 games per bowler. Pre-bowling
wi || not be all owed | uwnlesshtappsovedeby the Organising t
Committee. All games must be completed and registered with TBAQ no later
than the advertised date of the qualifying round.

= Qualifying is based on total pinfall for each team based over the 3 games,
with the Top team in each region qualifying for the finals. There will also be 2
wildcard positions available, which will be decided on the next highest pinfalls
from across the state.

» There will be NO BUMPER LANES used in this competition

3.2 Finals

* Finalists will be notified by TBAQ, only players who registered for the
qualifying are eligible to take part in the finals. A replacement for an injured
player must be previously registered in the qualifying to be eligible to
compete in the finals.

= Finals will consist of 10 games being bowled over 2 days in Brisbane with a
school vs school format. Rounds 5 and 10 will be consist of points loading
system

4. Cost
4.1 Qualifying

» $75.00 per team (includes is 3 games each for 5 team members)
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= Qualifying fee is to be paid to TBAQ before the competition, therefore it is
critical to have a convenor (teacher or parent) looking after the team to
ensure all finances are accounted for prior to competition.

* Once school entry form has been received, TBAQ will send out a invoice to
school for payment. Please advise if your team wishes to pay on the day.

4.2 Finals
= Schools who qualify for the State Finals will be paying $250.00 per team
(included is 10 games each for 5 team members) *cost for finals are subject
to change (decrease) depending on sponsorship for the competition.
* An invoice will be sent to the sports coordinator if your team qualifies for the
final. Payment must be made by Friday, 16 July 2010; this payment must be
paid to TBAQ not the bowling centre as outlined in the invoice.

Match Venue and Times

5.1 All details are contained in your Information pack, TBAQ will send out information
prior to the qualifying scheduled dates.

5.2 School Team Coordinators must register their team at least 30 minutes prior to
the commencement of either stage of competition.

5.3 One match will take place on a pair of lanes (2 lanes) with players alternating
lanes after each frame.

Trophies

6.1 The State Overall Winner will receive a Perpetual Shield to showcase in the
administration cabinet.

6.2 Team members of the 1%, 2" and 3™ placed teams in each of the State Zone
Regions will receive trophies.

6.3 Bowlers who participate in the finals will receive final pennants from TBAQ.

6.4 Bowlers in all participating teams will be presented with a participation certificate
from TBAQ.

General Competition Rules

7.1 The competition will be played under the current TBA (Tenpin Bowling Australia)
Rules and Interpretations, unless otherwise stated below. A copy is available at
your local bowling centre, or obtain a copy from the TBA website -

7.2 All decisions made by TBAQ are final. The official Scoring sheet, as supplied by
the organising committee, must be used for all matches.

7.3 All games will be undertaken on a pair of lanes (2 adjoining lanes). The duration
of 1 game of a 5 person team is approx. 1 hour.

7.4 If a team does not arrive at a school match the organising committee will
investigate the reasoning behind the no show. There was a forfeit:

o The team not forfeiting will receive 4 points and must bowl the game as
scheduled to record their Total Pinfall. Each bowler must bowl over 100, to
receive the extra 2 points.

o The forfeiting team will receive no points

7.5 A game will consist of five players (1 team) competing against another five
players (another team) according to a specific lane draw. A match will be the
results of the combination of the five (5) games, in the qualifying.

7.6 Results
= Schools will be notified by Friday, 28 May 2010 on results and possible
progression to the Finals. Venues and times for the Finals will be reconfirmed
upon receiving the notification.
= Official Scorecards will be provided for each match prior to the
commencement of the match. The Scorecard must be signed by
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http://www.tenpin.org.au/

representatives on both teams or an Interschool Challenge Official. The
scorecards will then be collected by Interschool Challenge Officials.

» There will be no carry over points from Qualifying to the Finals. Hence all
teams will start from 0 in the Finals.
