GENERAL INFORMATION FOR BOWLERS WISHING TO NOMINATE FOR STATE TEAM TRAINING SQUAD.

PLEASE DO NOT SUBMIT NOMINATION FORM UNTIL YOU HAVE THOROUGHLY READ THE FOLLOWING.
1:    Nomination fee of $40.00 to accompany nomination form with championship entries. If selected to the training squad a further $40.00 is required to be sent with your acceptance to the squad within 14 days of notification, totaling $80.00. All monies are non refundable. All paperwork requested must also be sent with your acceptance, (if not received within the time frame it will be deemed by the committee that you are not accepting and your position will be forfeited).
2:   You must complete an all events entry at the 2011 State Championships. Averages for nomination are as at 27th May 2011, (must be highest league average). A copy of the individual bowler’s record sheets from all of your leagues must be attached to your championship entries. You will be required to submit a copy of all of your leagues individual bowler’s record sheets as at 2nd September 2011 to the tournament room at the State championships for the selectors. Bowler’s record sheets must then be presented at each training session.

3:   Training squads’ sessions will be as follows:  Three monthly sessions for the training squad, November, December and January. All training is in Brisbane at venues to be advised.  Bowlers from Rockhampton and North Queensland will be required to attend the January training in Brisbane as well. The two State teams of eight bowlers will be selected after the January session. Once selected to either State team you are expected to return your acceptance, any paperwork requested, your all events entry fee and dinner dance payment within 14 days of receipt of notification, failure to do so will mean forfeiture of your position on the team. There will be four monthly sessions, again in Brisbane at venues to be advised, they being February, March, April and May, again those from Rockhampton and North Queensland will be required to attend the May session in Brisbane. 
4:    TBAL membership must be paid in January 2012, before the training session, even if your league has not commenced back. (This may be a silver membership which is approx $60.00). Please retain receipt given by secretary of league or centre as proof and show your card to the manager of your team once you have it. Silver membership requirement will be advised at or by the first training session. 

5:    Uniforms:  Uniforms will be handed to the State Team representatives at the May training session. The State shirt and jacket will be provided by the committee to wear for the State team challenge (these are not to worn before the relevant State team challenge) Black dress long pants for both male and female bowlers are to be provided by the bowler themselves. You are required to train in your dress pants at the May session. If you are provided with a State training shirt you will wear this for the all events along with your respective State team members.
6:    Fundraising: All bowlers selected to the training squad are expected to participate in any fundraising as set out by the committee, (6 lucky number cards). Monies raised from these activities help fund training, uniforms and coaches and managers costs. If you do not sell or lose all the cards you will have to make up the difference or the entire amount $150.00.
7:     If selected to the State teams you will be required to be in attendance at Nationals for approximately one week, (depending on which State the competition is held in).  Dinner presentation is compulsory. Your all events will be with State team bowlers and will be advised ASAP after selection, and will be bowled on the first 2 days after our arrival in the host state. All travel, accommodation and extra squads to be organized, submitted and paid for by the bowler.
8: Classifications: ALL NOMINEES MUST PROVIDE DOCUMENTATION PROVING THEIR ELLIGIBILITY AS A BOWLER WITH A DISABILITY.

                             Vision impaired bowlers must provide a copy of documentation regarding their classification from either Sporting Wheelies or Blind and Vision Impaired Tenpin. This has to be done every 3 years with your Ophthalmologist and paperwork is organized by Mrs. Beth Boyd, our Queensland classification officer.
Hearing Impaired bowlers will need to send their Audiometry results to Deaf and Hearing impaired Australia in Queensland. Who will advise eligibility.

Intellectual Impaired bowlers need to provide documentation of their I.Q. scores and if they are members of Ausrapid or Special Olympics, also their membership cards for these organizations if you are a member. (At this stage you do not have to be members but you must have your I.Q. results).
Physically Impaired bowlers will have either been classified and provide the paperwork from Sporting Wheelies classifiers or attend a classification session as organized by our State Disability Committee with the classifiers.

9:    Failure to comply with any of the above will be an automatic removal from the Squad or team.
